Monday, July 31, 2006 was a momen-
tous and historical occasion filled with
laughs, tears of joy and many praises. On
that day, former State Legislator, Barry
Wong, was sworn in as a Commissioner
of the Arizona Corporation Commission.
Commissioner Wong was appointed to
the Corporation Commission by Gover-
nor Janet Napolitano on July 26, 2006.
He will be serving out Commissioner
Marc Spitzer’s remaining term which
will end January 2007. Commissioner
Spitzer resigned after being appointed to
the US Federal Energy Regulatory Com-
mission in Washington D.C. by President
Bush in June.

The Arizona Corporation Commission
is one of the most important and power-
ful Commissions across the nation and
within the state. In most states, this Com-
mission is known as the Public Service
Commission or the Public Utility Com-
mission. However, in Arizona, the Cor-
poration Commission has responsibilities
that go beyond traditional public utilities
regulation, including facilitating the
incorporation of businesses and organiza-
tions, securities regulations and rail-
road/pipeline safety. The Commissioners
have duties in all three branches of gov-
ernment: the executive, legislative and
judicial.

In Arizona, the Arizona Corporation
Commission is often considered the
fourth branch of government.

The Honorable Paul E. Tang, Pima
County Superior Court Judge, adminis-
tered the oath of office for Commissioner
Wong. Judge Tang and Commissioner
Wong have been long-time friends and
share many happy memories, starting as
law students at the University of Arizona,
College of Law. Judge Tang highlighted
the many accomplishments and distin-
guished traits that Commissioner Wong
